The YWCA of Bangkok was established through the 
love of Jesus Christ, and God has blessed the YWCA with 
a very fruitful ministry of helping children, young people, and 
the underprivileged. The association puts a strong emphasis 
on spreading the Good News of Jesus Christ to encourage 
and strengthen those who are facing the crises of life 
enabling them to move on by depending on the mercy 
of God.

The YWCA of Bangkok holds a weekly worship 
service, an annual retreat, and a Christmas celebration 
for the staff.

The association has supported activities for young 
people such as a day camp, up-country camp, an English 
camp, and sports competitions, all of which have enhanced 
the lives of members of the YWCA of Bangkok to receive 
God’s blessing through the Word of God.  There are also 
activities for members of the YWCA, including exercise for 
physical fi tness, handicraft work, cooking class and a study 
tour. Besides these, the YWCA of Bangkok has modernized 
the offi  ce building and the guest room of the International 
House in Bangkok.  We have provided a sports center,  
guest rooms, and meeting rooms to serve the members and 
general public at the Chonburi Center. 

YWCA of Bangkok would like to express our deep 
appreciation to the Board of Directors, sub-committee 
members, volunteers, and both national and interna-
tional organizations that have supported us with excellent 
cooperation. Also, a special thanks goes to the wives of 
Ambassadors from numerous embassies for their kind 
support and gracious hard work throughout the year of 2009 
in helping YWCA of Bangkok raise funds for operating the 
projects.

3) Huminity: If I try to lead and supervise people 
by using authority and strong rules, I could never win their 
hearts,  but if I lead and supervise people in huminity, 

with understanding and honesty, I will become 
their friend and will surely win the hearts of both my 
subordinates as well as my supervisors.

Besides this, I hope that this association is one in 
which every department has a good performance, every 
department is well-organized, employees work quickly, 
transparently, and economically,  and most of all, the 
employees enjoy their work. 

The Board of Directors, the administrative committee, 
the staff, and myself hope that by serving God and the 
people at the YWCA of Bangkok, the ministries of YWCA 
of Bangkok will be progressed, to further glorify God and 
bless all people.
